For the most vulnerable pupils at Pilrig Park School, pastoral and wellbeing checks will be carried out on Thursday. This will be in the form of a phone-call and will be undertaken by a member of our staff team. 

All our pupils have been sent home today with a breakfast bar, banana, milk, and packed lunch for tomorrow.
