We have been allocated a fun day of activities for our pupils to attend on the 13th of September and have planned for pupils in our Orange Class to attend at the Holyrood Park Educational Centre. 
The activities will be delivered by the Educational Centre staff consisting of a sensory journey through the iron age, dressing up as a famer or hunter, the Druid will then take the pupils on a short walk where they learn how to live off the land and how certain plants were used for medicines and what type of animals lived in the park during the iron age.
