Dear Parent / Carer,

I am delighted to let you know, that through our partnership work with Active Schools, we have been selected to take part in Relay Your Way, a 2500km relay across Britain championing the 1.5 million young people in the UK with disabilities and their right to play. Launching in Glasgow tomorrow, the relay will comprise of 250 stages and will travel through most major cities in Britain before finishing at Windsor Great Park on 6th July. Stages will feature a host of different ways of moving the baton - including wheeling, cycling, frame running, tandem bikes, guided running - showcasing the transformative power of sport. The relay will visit 40 schools partner with local councils, sporting bodies, and disability organisations to highlight both the need for change, and the incredible work that is already taking place to make our world more accessible and inclusive for all. Relay Your Way will provide opportunities for young people with disabilities, raise awareness of the vital importance of play and sport in the lives of young people, as well as raising funds for two amazing charities - Cerebra and Panathlon - who, between them, work with over 100,000 young people each year.

 
As part of the exciting programme of events in Scotland, The Scottish Parliament will take centre stage on the 5th of June with a short race, featuring all major political parties, in the landscaped gardens after First Minister’s Questions. We have been selected to send a group of pupils to join in with the fun run at The Scottish Parliament and I would like your son/daughter to join me and four other members of staff in events!! We will have a packed lunch before we leave school and then travel by either school minibus or taxi to The Scottish Parliament for 12.45. We will take part in the events before the baton is passed over to our pupils. Together we will walk back to school, via Easter Road, carrying the baton back with us. The rest of the school will be in the playground waiting for our arrival at approximately 2.20pm where there will be a relay in the playground before the baton is passed back to Relay Your Way as they carry on to their next stage of their journey to Windsor Great Park.
I have attached the photo consent form for the event, and I would be very grateful if you could complete this and return it to me by Wednesday.

I will be proving school t-shirts for our pupils to wear on Thursday. Please could your young person come to school in footwear that will be suitable for them walking from The Scottish Parliament to the school.

If you wish to join us at The Scottish Parliament or at the outside of the grounds of the school to cheer our pupils on you are very welcome.
