Home / school communication statement 2026 / 27
At Pilrig Park School, communication between home and school is really important to us. When home and school work well together, it helps us to offer our young people the best school experience we can. These are the ways we communicate and work together with parents and carers.

Each young person is given a home school diary in August with a copy of their timetable and the key staff who will be working with them throughout the year. You can use the book to let the Tutor Teacher know any important information for that day, for example about sleep, health, mood etc. A member of staff will often make a short note in the book about your child’s day at school.

We share information with home by email and when we send an email we also send you a text to let you know to check your email. We place all our letters on our school website https://pilrigparkschool.org.uk/ where you will also find copies of our newsletters, standards and qualities report, details of staff, our proud moments, information from our Parent Council – amongst other things!  

There are a variety of parental engagement events during the school year. We vary them each year and previous events have included learning showcases, cafes, ceilidhs and winter festivals. They tend to be on a Wednesday afternoon from 1.30pm and we will give you plenty of notice to SAVE THE DATE! Parents and carers are invited to watch a winter and summer show each year. You are also invited to our Sports Day in June and our Celebration of Achievement assembly at the end of June. After all afternoon events, parents and carers can choose to take their young person home with them or for them to come home later as usual.

Every young person has an individual education plan which records their targets for the year and the term ahead as well as what support they need with their targets. These targets are discussed with each young person in school as well as shared with parents and carers so that everyone can make sure the targets feel right.


We share an end of year report card every year around May. In the report card, teachers summarise how each young person has been getting on with their learning.


Twice a year, parents and carers are offered a 15-minute appointment with their child’s Tutor Teacher. This can be in school or on the phone. This lets the teacher share how your child has been getting on and what the class have been focusing on. There is also time to speak with Home Economics, Music and PE teachers.


Everyone is offered a young person’s planning meeting or telephone check-in at least once a year with your child’s Year Head. This is a chance to talk about what is going well and what we will focus on next for each young person in school. When it comes to preparing to leave school we work with you to support the transition into young adulthood.  


All parents and carers are welcome to be part of the Pilrig Park School Parent Council which meets with the Head Teacher a few times a year on a video call. The Head Teacher shares information about what is happening in school, and we discuss how we can work together to make Pilrig Park School the best it can be for all our young people.
